Activities

CREATE A PLAY! Divide the
classroom into small groups. Have
them work to create a scene or very
short play that adds a twist to either
of these classic tales. Maybe the
scene could take place, just after the
story ended or maybe in ten years
from now. For older grades you can
use this for an activity called
Fractured Fairy Tales where the
student take two unrelated fairy
tales and combine them into one
story.

IMAGINATION DRAW: Have your
students create a character of their
own, who like Pinocchio struggles
with a certain character education
trait. Every time the character does
something wrong something else
happens--like the nose and a lie--can
they tell the story in their drawing?

The Process of a Play:

1. Actors audition 2. Directors cast
the show (that means they choose
actors) 3. The directors and
actors rehearse the play (that
means they practice it). 4. A team
of people works on building the set,
costumes and props. 5. The play
opens (that means it is performed
for the first time)!
